Academic Criticism

In university, you will be expected to critically read peer-reviewed, academic journals so this activity will introduce you to the skills expected to do this effectively.
Steps:
1. Develop a research question that stems from the play Hamlet. This question should be based on your personal interests. 
2. Locate a peer-reviewed academic journal article that you would use to help you answer your research question.

3. Actively read the journal article.

4. Write an academic criticism paper that demonstrates your critical understanding of the article.
