Act 2 Seminar / Tutorial Instructions

For our seminars, we will break Act 2 into four sections:

A = 2.1            B = 2.2, lines 1-216            C = 2.2, lines 217-359            D = 2.2 lines 360-592

You will be assigned a section to read.  This section will be your first jigsaw group for the first half of this assignment. You will then be assigned to a secondary group made up of 1A, 1B, 1C, and 1D in which you will all teach one another your sections. 

STEP 1: For homework, you are responsible for an intensive reading of (or listening to) your section of the text and making notes on the four pillars (plot, character development, language, theme). *Note that No Fear Shakespeare is a good resource to help you. 

STEP 2: You will have an opportunity to meet with the other students who have also read and studied your section in order to compare and contrast notes and interpretations and “bump up” your own notes.  We will call this the seminar meeting and it will be approximately 20 minutes in length.  Please be sure to come prepared to your seminar on ____________ in order to not let your group members down.
STEP 3: After your seminar meeting, you will have 40 minutes to come up with a 10-15 minute lesson about your section that includes:

1. A pre-reading activity to hook your audience and introduce them to your section (i.e.:  my Twitter activity)

2.  A ‘during reading’ plan (even though you will NOT be reading the entire section together) that includes a summary of the section you read – remember that the other students haven’t read that portion of the play AND a guided reading of a small, but important, section. 
3. A post-reading activity that will engage your group and have them critically think about the four pillars in your note (Character, Theme, Plot, Language). (i.e. analysing key quotes or asking reflective questions like ‘what advice would you give this character right now?’)

STEP 4: Tomorrow, you will move into tutorial groups of 4 students – 1 student from each jigsaw group.  In your tutorial, you will be responsible for “teaching” your section to the other members, while they take notes.  Each member will take a turn teaching his or her section in chronological order.  After this tutorial, you need to hand in your lesson plan. At the end of your tutorial, you should have brief notes for all of Act 2.  Your homework will be to complete the template on the back of this sheet (or one similar to it).
