· Clear big ideas (identified in hook and conclusion)

CHECKLIST FOR SEMINAR PRESENTATION

· Hook, transitions, clear conclusion

· Oral reading fluency of at least one passage

· Specifically reference all text content and/or research

· Demonstrate awareness of purpose and audience in making ‘real life’ connections

· Key points clearly expressed (think subheadings)

· Asks all levels of questions to engage audience

· Eye contact, volume, inflection, word choice, energy, pacing, audience engagement through rhetorical devices
