Below is a sample body paragraph for a comparison paragraph.  

Topic Sentence:Although the fiction novels To Kill a Mockingbird and Of Mice and Men are written by different authors and take place in a different time in history, they are thematically similar in the sense that the teach the reader how to be a better person thus, if everyone were to be educated in these aspects, we would make the world a better place.  
First PPPE:Primarily, both novels deal with the issue of discrimination to highlight that it is wrong to judge people based on the colour of their skin.  Dolphus Raymond, in, To Kill a Mockingbird, is a black man married to a white woman and they have several children together.  Their children are “mixed child[ren]…half white, half coloured” (Lee, 161).  As a result, “they don’t belong anywhere” because “coloured folks won’t have ‘em because they’re half white [and] white folks won’t have ‘em ‘cause they’re colored” (Lee, 161). Dolphus’ children are discriminated against because they are racially different than the majority of Maycomb’s citizens.  The sadness evoked when the reader empathizes with Dolphus’ children reinforces the injustice of discrimination.  In Of Mice and Men, Crooks is a migrant worker just like everyone else yet he isn’t wanted in the common bunkhouse “’cause [he’s] black” (Steinbeck, 68).  All the ranch workers live in a common bunkhouse but Crooks is exiled to his own home because the white ranch workers don’t want to live with a black man.  This differing treatment of Crooks is solely based on his skin colour and reinforces how wrong it is to exclude someone because of it.  Summarily, despite their differences, both novels highlight the common issue of discrimination based on skin colour consequently confirming the similarities between the two literary works.  By showing the reader the negative impact of discriminating others based on colour, we learn to empathise with the victim and it is empathy that makes the world a better place. 
Second PPPE:Pursuing the notion of the texts’ thematic similarities, To Kill A Mockingbird and Of Mice and Men demonstrate that children are naively innocent and do not understand the concept of racism.  Scout Finch doesn’t understand derogatory terms that black people are so accustomed to hearing.  Because Atticus, her father, is defending a black man, many of Maycomb’s folks consider him to be a “Nigger-lover” but Scout “ain’t very sure what [that term] means” (Lee, 56). It is easily understood by adults that the word Nigger is an inflammatory way to refer to black people.   Scout’s lack of knowledge about the meaning of the word and the inappropriateness of its use show her naivety with regards to the issue of racism.  Along the same lines, when Lennie is left alone on the ranch while the others go into town for the night, he wanders into Crooks’ room unaware of the boundaries created between white men and black men.  Crooks isn’t “wanted in the bunkhouse” and Lennie cannot conceptualize “why [he] ain’t…wanted” (Steinbeck, 68). Crooks is shunned out of the main bunkhouse because of his skin colour and Lennie cannot understand this mistreatment of Crooks.  Lennie’s childish mind highlights that he cannot understand the racism that plagues black people.  On the whole, the two texts are comparably alike because they both show the reader that children are unaware of the concept of racism.  In essence, if we all maintained some of the childhood innocence that we once possessed, the world would be a better place.

Conclusion: Thematic similarities are numerous in To Kill A Mockingbird and Of Mice and Men despite the fact that they are different books written by different authors and are set in different times.  The overall intent of the themes in both texts is to arm the reader with knowledge of how to make the world a better place.
