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Election Scrapbook Assignment

Create a scrapbook for the municipal and school board elections! You can use an actual scrapbook, or you can tie together pieces of construction paper, or you can create an electronic scrapbook using Emaze or something similar. 
Whichever format you choose, you will keep track the people, events and issues of the campaign and record your experience in learning about these issues. 
Your scrapbook should include information about the election, such as:
· The Student Vote program (What is it? Why does it exist?)
· The candidates running and their platforms

· Campaign debates or events 
· The candidates running for school board trustee

· Issues of local importance

· Results of opinion polls

· Why it is important to vote

· The election results
· Personal reflections about the voting process and the election results
Your scrapbook should include the following:
· Title page/front cover

· Introduction to the election (what, when, where)
· An drawing of the political spectrum that places the “key players” in their respective positions on the spectrum based on what you have learned about their platforms

· Articles from various news sources (these can be from before the project started)
· Summaries **SEE BELOW

· Photos

· Links to websites

· Campaign literature (brochures, posters, ads, etc)

· Political cartoons*** you can find them or create them :)

· At least two personal reflections (one from before the results are released and one from after the results are released)

****Provide an OSSLT summary (Main Idea, Important Detail, Explain the Important Detail, identify the Purpose and Audience) for at least one of each of the following in your scrapbook: 

1) article  
 2) photo   
 3) cartoon     
 
This is an opportunity for you to expand your knowledge and understanding of politics in Ontario and to practice your research skills, your critical thinking skills and your reflection skills.
