Major Research Project: Outline of Phases

You should create a portfolio or a folder to organize the materials that you will use for this project. Each phase needs to be submitted in an organized fashion with a cover page that identifies your name, the date, the phase, my name and the course code. 

PHASE 1: 

Complete the planner that outlines your intended research topic, research question, subtopics, limitations, etc.  This is not handed in, but please see me for feedback. 
PHASE 2: 

You should have started to build your EBSOHOST folder with relevant research articles. Your goal is to find at least 8-10 articles. You will also have started to read some of these articles. You should have a minimum of two articles for each of your sub-topics. Focus on the types of surveys, studies etc that were done in order to help you come up with a plan for your own study. 

It is best to build your APA reference page as you go instead of leaving it to the last minute. This phase requires that you submit a preliminary reference page with at least four scholarly sources (remember that Peer Reviewed is the best (). 

You also need to have developed a working thesis. Remember that this does not have to be your final thesis. It will most likely change over the next eight weeks. Complete and submit the handout organizer for your thesis. 

PHASE 3: 

At this point you should be able to draft a rough introduction to your Social Science paper. You should draft / outline as much as you can with the organizer provided and submit your work for feedback. 
PHASE 4: 

This is your last chance to submit a draft of your work for feedback before you hand in the final copy.
