You need to work on the following:
· A clear topic sentence that has a compelling topic to prove

· A concluding sentence that restates the main idea in an interesting manner

· More information is needed in the “lead in/point” sentences to give background & context

· The point you are trying to make in your PPE is unclear

· You need to select better quotes to prove your points

· Quotes are too long, use only the important part 
· You need to use seamless quoting more effectively

· You don’t have the required number of proofs 

· Your points are a bit repetitive
· Make sure your explanation sentences really show how your quote proves your point

· You seem to lack of understanding of the literary work (s)

· Add or fix transition words and phrases 

· Make one paragraph, not several little paragraphs
· Remove “I” (me, we, our, you).  It is too informal for this type of formal paragraph.  
· Avoid using phrases like “In this essay” “this quote proves” or “an example of this is when”

· Your wording is a bit awkward at times, make it coherent and smooth

· You use contractions, slang or jargon – elevate your language to a more professional standard
· Vocab and diction is weak, not elevated or effective; or you have used a thesaurus inappropriately

· You keep shifting your verbs from past to present tense.  Keep them consistent.

· You need to proof read!
