Performance Task Day 1:

Island Scenario
 Imagine you were on a ship with 4000 people on your way to Jarabio in the Atlantic Ocean when you hit a bad storm.  The ship went down but luckily you and all the passengers were able to swim to a large island in the middle of the ocean.  You could be stuck on this island forever. 1.  Your first page of the guidebook should outline how decisions will be made on the island. Make sure to answer the following questions in as much detail as possible:
· How will you island be ruled?  (autocratic, democratic, etc)

· How will laws and decisions be established? Describe the process in as much detail as possible.
 
· How will laws and decisions be enforced? Describe the process in as much detail as possible. For example, who will enforce the laws? How will they be selected? What are some examples of consequences?

· How will leaders be selected? Describe the process in as much detail as possible.

· How long will a leader remain the island's leader?

· What powers and responsibilities will be given to the leader?

· What rights and responsibilities will be given to each citizen?  *You can use the Canadian Charter as a model

· Create at least FIVE laws for the island
2. Next, outline how you will survive on the island.
· Who will work? How will work be distributed? What kinds of jobs will exist?

· How will people who work be paid / compensated? Who is responsible for monitoring both the work and the compensation?

· Will there be anyone that doesn't work?  Why? If yes, how will these people be supported?
· Where will people live? 
· How will people access food?

4. Draw a picture of your island, including the name and motto.
