Proposal for a 21st Century School Assignment

Work with a team to develop a proposal for a new school to be built in Halton. The goal is to have this school reflect the values that represent a shift away from a ‘factory’ model of education.

Your group needs to name your school and create a proposal that includes the following:

1) Floor plan of the first floor of the school (pay special attention to the entrance, gathering areas)

2) One floor plan or drawing of an ideal classroom layout

3) A suggested schedule / explanation of daily routines (rituals – playing of music, common messages, etc)

4) An outline of expectations for students and a philosophy of education.  

Each individual then needs to work on one extra element independently:

5) Other elements could include: menu of food in the cafeteria, a job ad for potential teachers, lists / descriptions of co-curricular activities offered, a poster of hallway etiquette and behaviours, dress codes.

Each group member is responsible for choosing, developing and writing at least one section (topic) of the group’s proposal.  Each topic should only be done once.  Your proposal should include at least six elements (including the four group elements).  Help to make the proposal interesting and relevant by including photographs and/or drawings to illustrate your points.  Be creative!  

Your contribution to the proposal must promote an equitable and positive school environment.  Your proposal should reflect the values of the school and should be free of discrimination based on race, religion, gender, sexual orientation, or any other form of discrimination. Also, do not assume that everyone can afford or even wants expensive products and technology.
