SOCIOLOGY STATIONS

Write your name on a post-it note – move your post-it as you move between stations so that I always know where you are. 

You have the next two days to move between each of the following stations and complete the challenges while learning about Sociology. 

Leave all completed work in the folders at each station to be collected at the end of the period. 

STATION 1: SOCIOLOGY COLLAGE  (Magazines in room 117)
1) Use the magazines to create a collage. 

2) Your collage needs to be based on the things that you learned about from our ‘Active Lessons’. For example, it could be on ‘Conformity’, ‘Roles’, ‘Values, Mores, Folkways’, ‘Groups vs Aggregates’, ‘in-groups’ v ‘out groups’,  

3) You can use the textbook (in the front cupboard) or your notes from yesterday for inspiration. 

4) Make sure that you label your collage with the words that you are working to represent. 

STATION 2: IDENTIFIERS GRAFFITI ART  (Side blackboard room 117)
1) Use either the yellow sheet that you were given or the package at the station to refresh your memory about the Seven Equity Lenses. 

2) Remember that a lens is a way of looking at something. Often to understand something we try to name it. People who fit into these different lenses often have different names or ‘identifiers’ given to them. 

For example, in order to identify groups under the race lens we might use the terms ‘East Indian’, ‘Metis’, “African American’. In order to understand groups in the ability lens we might use the terms ‘quadrapalegic’, or ‘people with dyslexia’. Finally, in order to understand groups in the Sexual Orientation lens we might use the terms ‘homosexual’, ‘pan sexual’.

3) Your job is to think of (or look up on your phone) at least one identifier for each of the seven lenses. Then you need to use the markers to write that identifier graffiti style on the wall mural paper.

STATION 3: SOCIALIZATION LINE GRAPH (front table by textbook cupboard)

1) Read pages 116 – 117 in the textbook (texts are in the book cupboard).

2) Follow the instructions for the Socialization Line Graph.

3) Use the chart paper and the pencil crayons provided to create your line graph. Pay attention to graph details: name your graph something that includes your name. 

STATION 4: EARLY SOCIOLOGISTS (back of 117 / APS bulletin board)

1) Read ‘The Early Sociologists’ and complete the chart on the back. 

2) Use the descriptions of the early sociologists, the textbook, the bulletin board,  and/or your phone to do a bit of background research on the ‘Major Players’ in sociology. CHOOSE ONE WHO DOES NOT YET HAVE A 50-WORD SENTENCE ON THE CHART PAPER. 

3) Work either independently, or as a partnership, to create a single grammatically correct sentence with exactly 50 words describing one of the ‘Famous Sociologists’. Write your 50 word sentence on the posted chart paper.

STATION 5: SOCIOLOGICAL THEORIES (under: Keep Calm and Write On)
1) Read page 115 – the top of 116 in the textbook (texts are in the book cupboard).

2) Use the ‘Answer Sheet’ to complete your own copy of the fill-in-the-blanks note.

3) Read each of the case studies and use the organizer provided to write an explanation about how a person with each lens might interpret the situation.

4) Spend 15 minutes out in the hallways of our school. What evidence can you find that would support the three different theories? Complete the tracking sheet on the back of the ‘Applying Sociological Theories’ handout.
