STRATEGIES FOR WRITING AN INTRODUCTION
The introduction of your paper is important for making a first impression. It is imperative that you pull your reader in and let them know what you are going to prove to them. The introduction also contains your thesis statement that identifies the main idea of your essay. Without a strong main idea, it is impossible to have a strong essay. The rest of the organization of your essay is based on the layout that you provide in your introduction.

·  Tie your specific subject to the author and text

· Give a brief summary of the story

· Identify what your body paragraphs will discuss (road map for reader)
